PARKING ENFORCEMENT  

OUTSIDE SCHOOLS 2016 - 17 
 

A designated Civil Enforcement Officer (CEO) will often 
be present outside the school during morning drop off and 
afternoon collections.  

They will enforce any vehicle parking on the keep clear 
markings, and where possible they will also enforce cars 
that are double parked, parked on 
junctions, parked across vehicle access 
points or parked for extended periods 
of time in parking bays and yellow lines 
(i.e. once the permitted five minutes 
grace period has elapsed).
